 March is National Professional Social Work Month 

and I would like to take this opportunity to thank the Social 

Workers that we frequently encounter through our work 

here at Parker Place.   

 The Social Workers at the hospitals, home health 

care agencies and skilled nursing facilities fill an important 

role in the care of the seniors that we all serve.  They form 

an important link between seniors and the services de-

signed to help them.  Social Workers help clients make de-

cisions on assisted-living arrangements, provide caregiver 

support through group counseling or work with families to 

plan a loved oneôs long-term care. 

 When one of our residents needs to go to the hospi-

tal, we work closely not only with the doctors and nurses, 

but also with the Social Worker to ensure a smooth transi-

tion back to Parker Place.  And when a person is in the 

hospital ready to be discharged, the Social Workers will 

contact us if that person needs the kind of services that we 

provide here.  Part of our marketing plan includes consis-

tent contact with the Social Workers promoting Parker 

Place and making sure they are familiar with our commu-

nity.  So when a patient asks for an assisted living referral, 

the Social Workers will be familiar enough with Parker 

Place to refer their clients to us.
